Our October speaker was Bob Bowles. Bob is the National Sales Manager for the Safety and 
Aqua divisions of Acorn Engineering. Bob has 19 years of sales and manufacturing experience 
in the emergency drench equipment industry. He also sits on the standards committee for ANSI 
Z358.1 ñEmergency Eyewash and Shower Equipmentò and has participated in the creation of 
ANSI/ISEA 113 ñFixed and Portable Decontamination Shower Unitsò.

Bobôs presentation was on changes to the ANSI standards for emergency eyewash and shower 
equipment and how they affect the engineering community.

For many years ANSI Z358.1 was the only standard. There are 2 newer standards ï ASSE 1071 
& ANSI 113. ANSI Z358.1 is primarily a performance standard which governs the coný guration, 
performance, installation and testing of emergency drench equipment. It does not identify the
